“The word ‘apartheid’ was first used in discussions about politics and race in the 1930s by Afrikaner thinkers who led the Afrikaner nationalist revival of those years.  Their main message was that the races in South Africa needed to be separated more, not less.  For them, the history of South Africa proved that different races could not live together in peace.  One race was bound to bully the others and close contact between the races always caused fear and hatred.  The only way forward for South Africa was for the different races to live apart and develop their lives separately.”
