	“As Lilian (Ngoyi) raised her right arm in the Congress salute, 20 000 women went up and stayed there for those endless minutes.  We knew that all over South Africa, women in the cities and towns were gathered together in protest.  We were not just twenty thousand, but many thousand more… At the end of that half-hour, Lilian began to sing, softly at first, ‘Nkosi, Sikelel’ iAfrika’ (God bless Africa!)  The voices rose, joining Lilian, ever louder and stronger.  Then I heard a new song, composed specially for the protest,  “Wathint’ abafazi, wathint’ imbokodo, uza kufa” (You have struck the women, you have struck a rock, you shall be destroyed.)  It was meant for Strijdom.”

	“With only a very few exceptions, the overseas press completely condemned the South African government for the trials.  The communist press world-wide had nothing but typical dialectical lies and socialistic venom for the legal system of South Africa.  Surprisingly, within South Africa itself, even most of the liberal and leftist press sided with the verdict.  The well-known Rand Daily Mail, famed for its leftist stance reported, ‘The sentences pronounced by Mr Justice de Wet in Pretoria yesterday at the conclusion of the Rivonia trial were both wise and just.’  

Thus, the most famous trial in the history of South Africa came to an end.  However, the CPSA had not.  Even before the trial had ended, they were back again in secret meetings, trying desperately to reorganise with their leader, Advocate Fischer.  His days, too, were numbered.”
