	Stalin, proposing a toast at a dinner at the Yalta Conference, 1945:

“I want to drink to our alliance, that it should not lose its … intimacy, its free expression of views … I know of no such close alliance of three Great Powers as this …  May it be strong and stable, may we be as frank as possible.”

Milovan Djilas writing about Yalta:

“In the hallway (at Yalta) we stopped before a map of the world on which the Soviet Union was coloured in red.  Stalin waved his hand over the Soviet Union and exclaimed, ‘They will never accept the idea that so great a space should be red, never, never!’”

Churchill writing to Roosevelt shortly after the Yalta Conference:

“The Soviet Union has become a danger to the free world.  A new front must be created against her onward sweep.  This front should be as far east as possible.  A settlement must be reached on all major issues between West and East in Europe before the armies of democracy melt.”

Stalin speaking about the take-over of Eastern Europe:

“This war is not as in the past;  whoever occupies a territory, also imposes on it his own social system.  Everyone imposes his own system as far as his army has power to do so.  It cannot be otherwise.”


	


	Winston Churchill speaking in the USA, March 1946:

“A shadow has fallen upon the scenes so lately lighted by the Allied victory.  From Stettin on the Baltic to Trieste on the Adriatic, an iron curtain has descended.  Behind that line lie all the states of central and eastern Europe.  The Communist parties have been raised to power far beyond their numbers and are seeking everywhere to obtain totalitarian control.  This is certainly not the liberated Europe we fought to build.  Nor is it one which allows permanent peace.”

Stalin’s reply to Churchill’s speech:

“The following circumstances should not be forgotten.  The Germans made their invasion of the USSR through Finland, Poland and Romania.  The Germans were able to make their invasion through these countries because, at the time, governments hostile to the Soviet Union existed in these countries.  What can there be surprising about the fact that the Soviet Union, anxious for its future safety, is trying to see to it that governments loyal in their attitude to the Soviet Union should exist in these countries?”

	DOCUMENT 1:  ‘The fight for the mind of youth starts in the cradle’
	


	The fight for the mind of youth starts in the cradle.  The baby’s earliest fairy tales must be in accordance with Nazi ideas.  The Führer is ‘the man sent from Heaven’, who triumphed over some evil people called the Allies and who started a long fight to kill the bad ogre – the Bolshevik – who is for ever trying to eat up honest little German children.

At the age of ten, each little boy gets a brown shirt …  Henceforth he belongs to the ‘Young Folk’.  The little girls will join the ‘Union of German Maidens’ …  Little boy and girl alike are pledged to sacrifice everything for the Führer and are taught that he is everything and themselves nothing.  After four years of this, the boy of fourteen joins the Hitler Youth, the outward symbol of his promotion being the change to brown shirts and the presentation of a red swastika arm-band as worn by adult members of the Brownshirt organisation.  Henceforth he is a Storm Trooper in miniature …
	
	When grown up, the boy goes to camp for six months, compulsory labour service, … in the fields.  This is followed by two years’ service in the army as a conscript, but, by the time the army gets hold of him, he is saturated with Nazi ideology …  After leaving the army, our young man may become a member of the Brown or Blackshirts, first on the active list and later with the reserves …

It would be foolish to underestimate the enthusiasm of young Germany for their Führer.  All other interests are disappea-ring, and it would be misleading to think that the religious bodies … are holding their own with the children.  Again and again in Germany, even in Catholic Bavaria and the Black Forest, I found cases of children whose Roman Catholic parents tried to keep them in the few struggling church societies that still exist for children.  In every case the children wanted to join the Hitler Jugend.
	


	DOCUMENT 2
	


	Hitler was determined to rearm his country.  A conference in February 1932 with the aim of disarming was a failure.  The most troublesome matter was Germany’s demand for equal treatment, which would mean a threat to France’s safety.  Germany eventually withdrew from the conference and later when Hitler became the German chancellor he also withdrew from the League of Nations.  This was to allow him greater freedom to ignore the stipulations of the Treaty of Versailles.  In 1935 Hitler decided to reinstate military service but declare that it was only for the purpose of defence aiming to keeping peace.
	


	DOCUMENT 3:  Benito meets Adolf.  Mrs Mussolini remembers.
	


	Three years elapsed before Mussolini and Hitler met again.  Their second encounter occurred in Germany.  By now Hitler fully understood the true meaning of Mussolini and Fascism.  When, after the Abyssinian campaign, the League of Nations imposed sanctions on Italy, Hitler alone offered economic and political aid and was the first to recognise the Empire.  The Führer had made a profitable investment …  For the Duce remembered this support when Hitler made overtures for an alliance.  It was a determining factor, plus the vision of what such an alliance could achieve against Bolshevism – already graphically seen in the Italian-German intervention in the Spanish War.

The wind seemed set fair for Benito’s visit to
	
	Germany.  He left Rome on 23 September 1937, expecting a cordial welcome;  he returned overwhelmed.  In those five days, Hitler was his constant companion, attending to his slightest needs.  He ensured that Benito had the hard pillow he liked to sleep on … Nothing was overlooked –  right down to the flowers in the Duce’s room and the train stops to allow adequate rest …  The visit reached a climax in Berlin with one vast demonstration after another …  Hitler, realising that his show of strength had impressed the Duce and anxious to strike while the iron was hot, immediately laid the foundations of an agreement which was to become the Pact of ‘Steel’.
	


	DOCUMENT 4
	


	By 1936, three of the world’s most powerful military countries found themselves outside the illustrious world body, the League of Nations.  And it was unavoidable that these three countries would co-operate.  As we know, Germany and Japan had already concluded a treaty earlier.  At first Germany and Italy were divided on the Austrian question, because the unification of Germany with Austria would only mean a stronger Germany on the north border of Italy.  But as a result of the Abyssinian question Mussolini changed his mind so that in 1937 he visited Germany and concluded the so-called Rome-Berlin Axis treaty.
