Read the passage below and answer the questions that follow:
	


	“By 1975, black schools in urban areas were seriously overcrowded.  The schools were also poorly equipped, with few facilities, a shortage of textbooks and too few classrooms and desks to accommodate the students.  At the same time, the South African economy was in a bad state.  Unemployment increased and black matriculants could not find jobs.

In 1975, the government said that half of the subjects from Standard 5 had to be taught through the medium of Afrikaans.  This was an unpopular decision.  Black students were now forced to learn two new languages – Afrikaans and English.  Afrikaans was seen as the language of the students’ oppressors.
	


	On 16 June 1976, the day that Afrikaans was to be enforced in schools, students took to the streets and protested.  In Soweto, students started marching to Orlando stadium.  By the time they reached Orlando, the crowd numbered over 20,000.  The police shot a tear-gas canister into the crowd without warning, killing and injuring the protestors.
	


	The uprising spread rapidly from Soweto to townships throughout South Africa.  Students clashed with the police and set fire to Bantu Affairs buildings, schools, state-owned beer halls, liquor stores, white-owned businesses and cars.  In the first week of unrest, 170 students were killed.  This number rose to 600 by the end of the year.

Thousands of students fled into exile in other parts of Africa, where many of them joined the liberation armies of the ANC and PAC.”
