Theodor Herzl 

The founder of World Zionism was Theodor Herzl. In January 1895, while reporting 
the trial of Alfred Dreyfus in Paris, he was present at that Jewish officer's disgrace. 
He was distressed when he heard the crowd shouting at Dreyfus: "Death to the Jews!" 
This caused an important change in his life. He gave much thought to the question: 
"Why should we not help each other, leave this unhappy exile and build for ourselves 
a free Jewish state?" He then wrote his essay "The Jewish State", in which he 
presented his well-known programme of political Zionism. 

Herzl was a unique man who lived in an interesting time. He felt the changes in 
Europe and was involved in them as a playwright and a statesman. His theatrical 
career was not very successful but he succeeded on a different stage. He turned to his 
people in order to create a mass movement and in 1897 he led the first Zionist 
Congress.
