Training

Ongoing training during the weekly meetings.

Because we see you as facilitators, we refer to you as tutors and not demonstrators as we expect you to help students think out a question for themselves not give them the answer.

· Students in second year of study may only tutor for at most 6 hours per week (including tutorial,  marking (non –assessment purposes), weekly tutor training and preparation)

·  Students in third year of study may only tutor for at most 8 hours per week (including tutorial, marking(non –assessment purposes), weekly tutor training and preparation)
